Weekly Summary

The team continued hardware performance evaluation with additional RAM benchmarks and

tests on the Kria Board.

Comprehensive benchmarking results for RAM

and on-chip memory were produced and documented in the main repository, along with the

code used to generate and visualize these benchmarks. The team is now beginning more focused

testing on Onnx runtime inference of the u-net model based on these findings. Work also

progressed on theoretical aspects of implementing cv within the codebase, with an improved

understanding of how the board operates. A meeting with an advisor has been finally scheduled

to discuss potential data structure options.
